From: desde

From y since son bastante similares, detrás se añade un punto concreto de comienzo de una acción

From se usa si la acción ha terminado o tiene un principio y un fin previsto. Sin embargo, si la acción sigue en proceso se usa since (va acompañado de tiempos perfectos: to have)
Ejemplos: 
I work from nine to five (trabajo desde las 9 hasta las 5)



I’ve been working since six o’clock  (llevo trabajando desde las 6)
